



HOXNE ANNUAL PARISH MEETING
Minutes of the Annual Meeting of the Parish of Hoxne 
held at St Edmund’s Village Hall, Hoxne on Thursday 1 May 2025 at 7.30pm 
Present: Sarah Foote (Clerk), Chris Parkin (Chairperson of the Parish Council) and 23 parishioners.  
Before the meeting, a showcase of village organisations and activities was held in the main hall. This attracted a great deal of interest and all organisation who had attended were thanked for giving their time to remind the people of Hoxne what their village had to offer.
The minutes of the 2024 Annual Parish Meeting (Friday 26 April 2024) were approved by those present. 

Ed King, Catchment Resilience Officer, from the River Waveney Trust was the guest speaker for the meeting and provided a presentation on Natural Flood Management in the River Waveney Catchment. Ed King was keen to receive feedback and engage further with the community on mitigations which may be able to be achieved.

Hoxne Parish Council – Chairman’s report

Council Tax has been frozen for a year due to the council generating income from Gateway 14 in particular. New housing targets had been set by central government and as a result of this the Local Plan for Mid Suffolk would need to be updated.
